Recommendations for the Immunization
Of Christian Salvation Infants and Children

BCG


Administer at greater than 24 hours of age.
Hepatitis B Immune Globulin (HBIG)


If the mother is Hepatitis B Surface Antigen positive (Hep BsAg+) at birth give 0.5 ml HBIG at birth.  If the mother’s HepBsAg status is unknown at birth, determine her HepBsAg status and if she is HepBsAg+, then administer HBIG no later than one week of age.

Hepatitis B Vaccine (Hep B)
Dose at birth


If the mother is HepBsAg+, administer Hep B within 12 hours of birth.


If the mother’s HepBsAg status is unknown, administer Hep B within 12 hours of birth.


If the mother is HepBsAg-, administer Hep B prior to discharge from the hospital.

Second Dose


The second dose should be administered at 1-2 months of age.

Third Dose


The final dose should be administered at 6 months of age but no earlier than 24 weeks of age.
Pentacel (Diphtheria, noncellular Pertussis, Tetanus, Hemophilus Influenza Type b, Inactivated Polio)

First Dose  
Administer at 2 months of age (minimum age is 6 weeks of age).
Second Dose  
Administer at 4 months of age.
Third Dose  
Administer at 6 months of age.
Fourth Dose 
Administer at 18 months of age.
Rotavirus (Rotarix)

First Dose


 The first dose is administered at 2 months of age (range allowable: 6 weeks to 14 weeks of age).
Second Dose

The second dose is administered at 4 months of age (no later than 8 months of age).

Pneumococcal Vaccine (Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine)
First Dose

The first dose is administered at 2 months of age (minimum age is 6 weeks of age).

Second Dose

The second dose is administered at 4 months of age (minimum interval between first and second doses is 4 weeks).

Third Dose


The third dose is administered at 6 months of age (minimum interval between second and third doses is 4 weeks).

Fourth Dose

The fourth dose is administered at 12 to 15 months of age (minimum interval between third and fourth doses is 8 weeks).

Measles, Mumps, Rubella Vaccine
First Dose

Administer the first dose at 12-15 months (minimum age is 12 months).

Second Dose

Administer the second dose at 4-6 years (minimum age is 4 years).

Varicella Vaccine


Administer at 12 months of age.

Influenza Vaccine (Seasonal)
Administer yearly 
The minimum age for Trivalent Inactivated Influenza Vaccine is 6 months.  The dose is 0.25 ml for children 6 to 35 months of age; the dose is 0.5 ml for children greater than 35 months of age.  Administer two doses separated by 4 weeks if this is the first Influenza Vaccine course given.  Also administer two doses separated by 4 weeks if the child was vaccinated for the first time during the last influenza season and received only one dose.

The minimum age for the Live Attenuated Influenza Vaccine is 2 years.

Japanese B Encephalitis Vaccine

First dose

Administer the first dose at 15 months of age.

Second Dose


Administer the second dose two weeks after the first dose.

Third Dose

Administer the third dose at 27 months of age.

Fourth Dose

Administer the fourth dose at 6 years of age.
